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Description:

Starting with study of still life, the student will familiarize with concepts as light and shadow, volume, space, �gure 
and backround, also like color contrast, so further he can work with the human �gure and aply all this new 
knowledge.

Objetives:

That the student gets the technique foundations for a solid development in a pictorical search.

Some pieces of cotton fabric (it can be from an old t-shirt)

3 straight same size brushes  (between #10 and #14)
1 brush from 4 to 6 inches 
1 ltr. Turpentine spirit
½ ltr. linseed oil
2 medium size cans or pewter dishes
1 glass to be used as a palette 60x40cm.
Some old pieces of towells or a paper roll (those we use to dry our hands)
Little palette knife

Ocher yellow
Alizarin crimson red
Ultramar blue
Cobalt blue
Burnt sienna
